GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS

WARNING

Read all safety warnings, instructions, illustrations and
specifications provided with this power tool. Failure to
follow all instructions listed below may result in electric
shock, fire and/or serious injury. Save all warnings and
instructions for future reference. The term "power tool"
in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded)
power tool or battery-operated (cordless) power tool.
WORK AREA SAFETY

« Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark
areas invite accidents.

« Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres,

such as in the presence of flammable

liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks

which may ignite the dust or fumes.

« Keep children and bystanders away while operating

a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose control.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY

« Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify
the plug in any way. Do not use any adapter plugs with
earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and
matching outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.

« Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces,

such as pipes, radiators, ranges and refrigerators. There
is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is
earthed or grounded.

« Do not expose power tools to rain or wet conditions.
Water entering a power tool will increase the risk of
electric shock.

the power tool before making any adjustments,
changing accessories, or storing power tools. Such
preventive safety measures reduce the risk of starting
the power tool accidentally.

« Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and
do not allow persons unfamiliar with the power tool

or these instructions to operate the power tool. Power
tools are dangerous in the hands of untrained users.



GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY

misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage
of parts and any other condition that may affect the
power tool’s operation.

BATTERY TOOL USE AND CARE

create a risk of injury and fire.

» When battery pack is not in use, keep it away from
other metal objects, like paper clips, coins, keys,
nails, screws or other small metal objects, that can
make a connection from one terminal to another.
Shorting the battery terminals together may cause
burns or a fire.

SERVICE

SERVICE
 Have your power tool serviced by a qualified repair

person using only identical replacement parts. This
will ensure that the safety of the power tool is
maintained.

» Never service damaged battery packs. Service

of battery packs should only be performed by the
manufacturer or authorized service providers.



FRAMING NAILER SAFETY WARNINGS

«Always assume that the tool contains fasteners.

Careless handling of the nailer can result in unexpected fring
of fasteners and personal injury.

*Do not point the tool towards yourself or anyone nearby.
Unexpected triggering will discharge the fas- tener causing an
injury.

*Do not actuate the tool unless the tool is placed frmly against
the workpiece. If the tool is not in con- tact with the
workpiece, the fastener may be deflected away from your
target.

eDisconnect the tool from the power source when the fastener
jams in the tool. While removing a jammed fastener, the nailer
may be accidentally acti- vated if it is plugged in.

eUse caution while removing a jammed fastener.

The mechanism may be under compression and the fastener
may be forcefully discharged while attempting to free a
jammed condition.

*Do not use this nailer for fastening electrical cables. It is not
designed for electric cable installa- tion and may damage the
insulation of electric cables thereby causing electric shock or
fre hazards.

*Prior to each use, check workpiece contact and trigger for
correct operation. Do not disassemble or clamp parts of the
workpiece contact, trigger, or driv- ing mechanism. This will
cause unexpected actuation, resulting in serious injury.

*Do not engage in horseplay. The discharged fasten- ers are
projectiles capable of causing serious injury.

*Do not remove, tamper with, or otherwise cause the tool
operating controls to become inoperable. This will cause
unexpected actuation, resulting in serious injury.

*Do not operate a tool if any portion of the tool oper- ating
controls is inoperable, disconnected, altered, or not working
properly. This will cause unexpected actuation, resulting in
serious injury.

sAlways keep hands and body away from discharge area of
the tool.

Power/Actuation Selection

1.Install battery pack

2.Press and hold 11 to turn on the tool.The green LED
ring will light.and the 12 Single actution LED will light.
3.Press 11 to toggle between Single actuation and Multipe
actuation

4.The 13 Low battery LED flashing when the battery level
does not have sufficient charge to operate the tool.

Install or uninstall the battery pack

Note: when installing or uninstalling the battery
pack, do not press the trigger and press the nose
piece, so as not to trigger the switch by mistake. The
battery pack is only partially charged upon delivery
and must be fully charged in the Charger before first
use to ensure maximum battery power.

1. Install the battery pack, as shown in Figure 3
below. When inserting the battery pack, insert the
battery pack into the case correctly. Be sure to insert
it all the way to the bottom until you hear a clicking
sound, indicates that the battery pack is securely
attached to the machine. Otherwise the battery pack
will accidentally fall off the case, causing injury to
the operator or others. Avoid inserting the battery
pack too hard or using other objects to knock it in. *
note: only batteries of the specified model can be
used. Use of battery packs from other brands carries
the risk of injury and personal injury and property
damage due to the explosion of the battery packs.

*Power indicator when the power button is pressed,
the power indicator will display the battery pack's
power level. The power level can be indicated by the
status of the four green LED lights.

Green light status The remaining power
4pcs green lights 75%-100%

*Continue to use

Allow the machine to cool for 15 minutes before
replacing the battery pack and continuing to use the
machine until the battery runs out.

*Q0ver-discharge protection

The machine is equipped with over-discharge
protection circuit, when the battery power is
insufficient, the protection circuit is opened, the host
power orange lamp flashing tips to charge, the
machine stopped rotating.

* Disposal of waste battery packs

To protect natural resources, recycle or dispose of
battery packs properly. The battery contains a
lithium battery. Please consult your local authorities
for information on recycling and/or disposal. Remave
the battery pack after the battery pack runs out of
power and wrap the pole port in strong tape to avoid
short circuit and leakage. It is absolutely forbidden
to try to open or remove any parts.

Remove nails

1.Remove the battery pack first.

2.Pull the Nail pusher assy and place it in the position
shown in the following picture.
3.The nails can the slide out of the magazine .

Nailing operation

Operators and others in the work area must wear
protective goggles. It is not allowed to paint the
nailer at oneself or others at any time to avoid
accidental nail shooting and personal injury. It is
prohibited to use this machine without any nose
piece installed.

1. Install the nails and battery pack according to the
previous instructions.

2. Keep the nailer head down and press the power
button. When the nailing light and the circular power
light are on, it indicates that the nailing is ready.

The power button

3. Place the nailer head against the work piece,
press down the nailer, and pull the trigger. Complete
the nailing operation. Only pull the trigger, and the
machine does not drive nails.

Inspection

The safekeeping personnel must conduct a daily
inspection when the machine is sent out or
retrieved; Before use, users must undergo daily
inspections; The unit using the machine must have
dedicated personnel to conduct regular inspections;
Check at least once a year; In areas with humid heat
and frequent temperature changes, the inspection
cycle should also be shortened in areas with poor
usage conditions; Timely inspection should be
conducted before the rainy season.

Machines that have passed regular inspections
should be labeled with a "qualified" inspection label
on appropriate parts of the machine. The "gualified”
identification should be clear, clear, correct, and at
least include: machine number, inspection unit name
or identification, inspection personnel name or
identification, and effective date.

Maintenance

When repairing power tools, replacing tools on
power tools, or handling power tools, be sure to
remove the battery and remove the nails.

The maintenance of the machine must be carried out
by a maintenance unit recognized by the original
production unit. The user unit and maintenance
department shall not arbitrarily modify the original
design reference of the machine, and shall not use
substitute materials with lower performance than the
original materials or parts that do not conform to the
original specifications.



MAINTENANCE

Storage

When the tool is not needed for a long time, please
remove the battery pack. Store the battery pack
away from metal objects such as paper clips, coins,
keys, nails, screws, or other small metal objects.
These objects may connect the two terminals of the
battery together. Short circuiting battery terminals
may cause explosions or fires

Clean the air vent

The ventilation openings of the tool must be kept
clean. It should be cleaned regularly or at any time
when blockage occurs.

Check the installation of screw

Frequently check whether the installation screw are
tight and secure. If loose screws are found, they
should be immediately retightened to avoid
accidents.

Cleaning of upper and lower receiver

Regularly check whether the upper and lower
receiver have accumulated dust and debris. If found,
it should be cleaned immediately to avoid affecting
normal nailing.

Magazine inspection

The magazine should be regularly checked for debris
or concrete ash residue, and if there are any debris,
it should be cleaned immediately. At the same time,
check whether the row of nails slides smoothly in the
nail groove. If not, there may be obstacles when the
nails are ejected.

Clean

It is prohibited to use liquids such as water or
chemical cleaning agents to clean the machine. Wipe
it clean with a dry cloth. Keep the handle dry and
clean to avoid oil and grease contamination.

Warning Label

If the warning label falls off or is damaged, a new
one must be affixed. The new warning label can be
obtained by authorizing the service center

Warning! Read all warnings and instructions!

Workplace

Do not use battery chargers in explosive
environments, such as those with explosive liquids,
gases, or dust.

Electrical safety

1) The charger plug matches the socket. Never
modify the plug in any way.

2) Do not expose the battery charger to rain, snow,
or damp environments.

3) Keep the battery charger away from heat, oil,
sharp edges, or moving parts.

Usage and precautions for chargers

1) Keep the idle battery and charger outside the
reach of children and do not let anyone unfamiliar
with the battery and charger or unfamiliar with these
instructions use this battery charger.,

2) For safety reasons, it is not recommended for
individuals (including children) with disabilities,
intellectual disabilities, inexperience, or lack of
independent operating ability to use this charger
without supervision; Please take good care of
children to prevent them from using this charger as
a toy.

3) When charging, the power supply voltage must be
consistent with the voltage specifications indicated
on the charger. Ensure that the charger is in a well
ventilated and flammable free area. When charging,
the charger will become slightly warmer. This is a
normal phenomenon. Avoid being left unattended to
avoid other hazards

4) After charging, please cut off the power first and
then remove the battery pack from the charger. Do
not leave the battery pack inside the charger for a
long time.

5) When maintaining or cleaning the charger, be
sure to unplug it from the socket, as this practice
can reduce the risk of electric shock. Only use a soft
dry cloth to wipe this battery charger. Do not use
damp cloth, diluent, gasoline, or other volatile
solvents for cleaning.

6) This battery charger can only charge lithium-ion
battery packs of the 20V series model. Using other
battery packs or chargers, such as imitations,
modified or other brands, poses a risk of injury, as
well as personal injury and property damage caused
by battery pack explosion and combustion.

7) Do not open the battery charger or allow it to be
impacted. The storage area of the battery charger
must be moisture-proof and mold proof.

8) Do not use the charger for other purposes.

9) Ensure that there are no foreign objects in the
charger slot and avoid dirt or moisture.

10) Do not dispose of battery chargers in general
household waste.

11) Do not charge damaged battery packs.

12) Do not charge non rechargeable batteries, as
this may cause overheating reactions or even
explosions.

13) Do not charge the battery pack when the room
temperature is below 10 © C or above 50 © C; When
the room temperature is below 0 © C, charging may
not be possible.

14) Do not use chargers with damaged power cords
or plugs. If the power cord or plug is damaged, it
must be replaced by professionals from the
manufacturer, its maintenance department, or
similar departments. Please use the original factory
power cord for replacement.

15) To prevent electric shock, do not touch
uninsulated output connections or uninsulated
battery terminals

Charging Operation

1) After inserting the charger plug into the socket,
the green light remains on and enters the charging
waiting state.

2) Then align the battery pack with the charger
according to its polarity and install it, and the
charger starts charging.

3) When the battery is fully charged, the green light
remains on.

In addition, the battery pack is only partially
charged upon delivery. Before formal operation,
please fully charge the battery pack indoors.

In high temperature environments or after
prolonged use, the battery pack may become hot.
Please do not charge it immediately. Wait for the
battery pack to cool before charging, otherwise it will
shorten the service life of the battery pack or cause
it to overheat and become unable to charge.

Attention: Please ensure that the AC voltage parameters meet the voltage
requirements on the charger nameplate!

Charger indicator light

The charger can detect certain faults caused by the battery pack and distinguish them by the status of the red and
green indicator lights.

When a malfunction occurs, reinsert the battery pack into the charger. If the fault persists, use another battery pack
instead. If the new battery pack can charge properly, the original battery pack may be damaged. If the new battery
pack still generates the same fault indicator light. The charger may be damaged and needs to be inspected and
repaired. The relationship between the status of the indicator light and the charging status is shown in the table below.
